IED EA Library started operations in January 2007 when the first cohort of Masters of Education students were registered. Previously the Library was operating in a 
small room and had in its collection reports and few 
volumes of books most of them photocopied from IED 
Pakistan to facilitate Professional Development 

Programmes. 

Since Beginning of January 2007, the Library has 
experienced steady growth in its collection and currently 
has over 5000 volumes chosen from all areas the 
University offers its courses, mostly education and 
Research.

The library aims to be a leading premier Research library providing relevant, timely and accurate educational 

information in all available formats. It hopes to be a 

centre of excellence by embracing use of modern 

technology in information service provision.

The library has a book collection of over 3,000 

Volumes in the field of Education, Research, General 
readership, Management etc

The Library through INASP/PERI initiatives offers 
access to over 7000 online journals freely from any 
internet workstation in the campus.(see online 

resources) The Library subscribes to EBSCOhost 
database & pays annual fees.
The Library in partnership with Calgary university has a password protected Access to Calgary online resources.
There exist back issues of bound hardcopy journals.

Dissertations, educational reports, journal articles, 
downloaded materials also form part of our collection.

We subscribe to Magazines, regional Daily newspapers, 
government reports, newsletters and other relevant 
publications.
Organization of Materials
The Library uses Library of Congress Classification 

scheme (LCC) for book classification and shelf 
arrangement. 

(See LC Outline)
LC organizes knowledge into 21 main classes. These are further subdivided to achieve the most specific subject covered by a particular title. Education related books will mostly bear class numbers LB
Library capacity

The library has a sitting capacity of 30 users at a time 

with additional space being at the Newspaper and 

Internet access areas respectively.  

Reading carrels along the western wall of the Library 
have been created for additional space. 

Orientation programme

All new Students, Faculty and staff joining IED EA are 

provided with a library guided lecture on the use of 

Library resources and other pertinent information 

regarding the Library operations.
The Library also organizes information Literacy classes 
on use of various resources within its collection 
especially the electronic materials. This is an on-going 
exercise.
Multi Media unit

This has been set up in the library to complement classroom teaching by providing information in other formats. Available are resources such as video, DVD’s, audio cassettes and the necessary equipment to access them. 2 PC’s with various softwares for research available.
